222.01 PUBLICATION.

Following the adoption of or an amendment to an ordinance by the City Commission, a notice of
adoption shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the city by the City Clerk
within ten days after adoption. Unless the City Commission expressly requires full publication at
the time of adoption, a summary of the ordinance may be published. If a summary of the
ordinance amendment is published, the notice shall include the following information: (1) The
effective date of the ordinance; and (2) The place where a true copy of the ordinance may be
inspected or obtained.
