SUBJECT: FIRE PROPOSAL REQUEST

Commissioner Gillman has requested that the matter of requesting a proposal from
Metro Fire Department to provide fire services in the City of Traverse City be
placed on the agenda for discussion.

In order for the City to request a proposal from Metro Fire Department to provide
fire services in the City of Traverse City, the City Commission will need to
indicate its willingness to consider placing before the voters a Charter Amendment
that will eliminate Section 52 of the City’s Charter, which provides that “[t]he City
shall have a Fire Department” so that the City will have the ability to eliminate fire
service as a function of the City.

If the City Commission desires to request a proposal from Metro Fire Department
to provide fire services within the City, the following motion is appropriate:

That the City Manager be authorized to send a letter to the Metro Fire
Department requesting a proposal to provide fire services within the City in
the event that the City eliminates fire service as a function of the City
following a Charter Amendment eliminating or amending Section 52 of the
City’s Charter.

SUBJECT:  Naming of Veterans Memorial

Attached is letter from Jack Pickard, President of the Grand Traverse Area Veterans
Coalition, requesting that the Veterans Memorial at the Commons be named the “Grand
Traverse Area Veterans Memorial Park”.

The Veterans Coalition presented a proposal to the Parks and Recreation Commission on
March 3, 2011 and a motion was made to support the efforts of the Veterans Coalition to
have the memorial named the “Grand Traverse Area Veterans Memorial Park”. The
motion was passed 5-0.

The action by the Parks and Recreation Commission took place at the beginning of the
process of establishing a naming policy for City parks and property, therefore this request
was held pending completion of that process. Now that the City Commission has
approved such a naming policy, it appears that the Veterans Coalition request meets the
criteria listed in the policy:

e The park is to be named for area Veterans, a group that has made a
significant positive contribution to society and the community.

e Even though the policy normally rules out naming only a portion of an
existing park (the City’s property on the Grand Traverse Commons is
considered park land), this request qualifies for an exception because all of
the improvements at the site were made through the fundraising and
volunteer efforts of the Veterans Coalition. (Although I should recognize
the generous contribution of Traverse City L&P for installing the electrical
circuits and lighting at the site.)

Please request City Commission approval to name the Veterans Memorial site on
Eleventh Street the “Grand Traverse Area Veterans Memorial Park™ as requested by the
Grand Traverse Area Veterans Coalition and as recommended by the Parks and
Recreation Commission.

We, the members of the Grand Travers Area Veterans Coalition are
requesting that you approve the unanimous vote by the City Parks
Commission to have the new Grand Traverse Area Veterans Memorial Park
be named as such and that a sign be made and placed at the Park.

The Park was named as such when we first started construction and a
temporary sign was placed, it was also listed as such on the City website.

We have completed Phase I of the Park (moving the monuments, installing a
sidewalk, placing picnic tables and flag poles) and soon we will have Phase
IT completed which includes benches, lights for the sidewalk and flags, new
circle for other monuments, shrubs and moving the other monuments from
various locations around the City.

SUBJECT: 2011 Paving and Resurfacing Projects — Phase 3

Sealed proposals were advertised for and were received on August 8, 2011 for the
above referenced project. Plans and specifications were provided to five Contractors and
five bids were received for this work as follows:

Alper's Traverse City $425,008.81
Central Michigan Contracting Farwell $431,103.00
Elmer’s Crane and Dozer, Inc. Traverse City $465,876.46
Molon Excavating Traverse City $489,389.46
Rieth Riley Construction Co Traverse City $597,471.86

The Engineering Department’s preliminary estimate for this work is $410,000. The
project includes work on the following street and alley:

e Randolph Street, from Elmwood Street to Division Street, consisting of
a total reconstruction including replacing sanitary and storm
infrastructure.

e SID 2011-01, the North/South alley west of Garfield, between Lincoln
Street and Boyd Street, consisting of improving the existing gravel
base and surfacing with new HMA pavement.

Therefore, it is recommended that this work be awarded to the low bidder, Alpers
Excavating, Inc. and that the proper City officials be authorized to execute a unit price
contract with the above-mentioned low bidder, in the amount of $425,008.81, more or
less, with funds therefore available in various Public Improvements Projects Funds and
Special Improvement Funds. :

Composition: All appointments are for three-years, with terms expiring August 25, with the
initial appointments to be staggered as outlined in the ordinance. The committee consists of 7
members, who are appointed as follows: One member Ex-officio is the City Manager or
designee, with full voting authority (may be non-registered elector of the city); one member Ex-
officio is the Commander serving at the Coast Guard Air Station Traverse City or designee, with
full voting authority (may be non-registered elector of the city); and the remaining members are
appointed by the City Commission and must be registered electors of the city.

Purpose: This committee serves in an advisory capacity to the City Commission to make
recommendations on matters relating to the operation, development and planning of United
States Coast Guard services, facilities and programs within the City of Traverse City. Annually,
the committee submits to the City Commission a report of its activities.

Additionally, the Committee shall submit to the City Manager a proposed budget for funds
necessary for the capital improvements and general operation of the United States Coast Guard
Committee systems through the normal budget process. The committee may solicit and
recommend that the city receive any gifts, etc., to be applied for the Committee’s purposes. The
use and disposal of such gifts, etc., shall be approved by the City Commission.
