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BOARDMAN RIVER DAMS PROJECT RECEIVES OVER $3.4 MILLION
IN NEW FUNDING COMMITMENTS

Traverse City, Michigan (August 29, 2011) — The Boardman River Dams Project has received
over $3.4 million in new grant funding commitments to cover the cost of design, permitting and
the removal of Brown Bridge and Sabin Dams on the Boardman River. The grants are coming
from various public and private sources, and are directed to project partners that are involved in
the project.

The removal of Boardman, Brown Bridge and Sabin Dams will result in the restoration of over 3
miles of cold-water stream, 253 acres of wetlands and 57 acres of upland habitat, the most
comprehensive dam removal and river restoration project in the history of the Great Lakes. The
preliminary cost estimate for the Brown Bridge/Sabin removal phase of the Boardman River

Dams Project is $5 million.

“On behalf of all of the grant recipients, | can say that we are both pleased and overwhelmed by
the level of support the Boardman River Dams Project continues to receive,” said Amy Beyer,
Director of the Conservation Resource Alliance. “It’s indicative of the tremendous value that
organizations and individuals are placing on the return of the Boardman River to its more natural
state as a fast-moving, cold-water stream.”

Beyer added that continued fundraising success is critical to the completion of the project.
“We're off to a good start, but we won’t be able to completely pin down costs until engineering
- and design are complete. With a project of this magnitude, there is a likelihood that we could
run into unanticipated costs and we need to be well prepared for that.”

The dam removal project will involve: engineering and design, including an analysis of methods
to control sediment transport during dam removal; various permit applications ; removal of the
dam, including demolition of the powerhouse and spillway and breaching the dam; and
restoration and monitoring of the project area. Engineering, design, and permitting work began
in early 2011. The drawdown of Sabin and Brown Bridge Impoundments is scheduled to begin
in the summer of 2011, and deconstruction is scheduled to take place in 2012. The removal and
first restoration phase is expected to take two years to complete.

ABOUT THE PROJECT IMPLEMENATION TEAM

In 2009, the dam owners (City of Traverse City owns Union Street and Brown Bridge Dams and
Grand Traverse County owns Sabin and Boardman Dams) passed resolutions to allow an
Implementation Team (IT) to make recommendations and decisions concerning overall planning
and direction of the dam removal project. The IT consists of the dam owners and key agency
stakeholder representatives.

THE BOARDMAN: A RIVER REBORN - PROJECT HISTORY

Traverse City Light and Power’s decision in 2004 to discontinue hydropower generation at
Brown Bridge, Boardman and Sabin Dams triggered a process to assess the fate of the dams
that were built between 1867 and 1921. The Great Lakes Fishery Trust awarded $476,000 in
2006 to support the process to determine the fate of dams. That process is considered one of
the most comprehensive studies of its type ever undertaken in the United States. It involved
over 1,000 people in 180 public meetings and the assessment of 91 options for the future of the
dams. In April 2009, the Traverse City Commission and Grand Traverse County Board of
Commissioners reviewed the scientific data and recommendations provided by the study, and
voted to proceed with dam removal. In September 2010, the development of funding to sustain
this project was supported by a joint resolution of the City Commission and County Board to
“achieve the shared goals for a coordinated process to pursue the removal of Sabin, Boardman
and Brown Bridge dams and modify Union Street Dam.”
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ABOUT THE BOARDMAN RIVER
The Boardman River includes 160 miles of river and tributary stream, located in Grand Traverse

and Kalkaska counties in Northwest Michigan. There are a total of 287-square miles in the
watershed, producing one-third of the water volume of Grand Traverse Bay in Traverse City and
draining 182,800 acres of land. An Estimated 2 million visitors use the Boardman River annually
for recreation purposes. The river contains 36 river miles designated as Blue Ribbon river
sections and is one of the top ten trout streams in Michigan.

SUBJECT:  Street Use Policies

As you know, a group of city staff along with the City Attorney and DTCA Offices have met
over the last few months to draft two policies regarding use of public streets for residential block

parties and for community events.

Street Use Policy for Residential Block Parties:

This policy basically places in writing the City s current practice for processing requests for
street closure for residential block parties. This is placed in writing as you suggested to assure
that we are consistent in processing such requests.

The language used is somewhat the traditional policy-type words; and we wish to point out that
it maintains our intent and past practice of easily allowing neighborhood block parties.

Because of comments we have received from the neighborhood presidents, we have softened the
language and added some clarification language to hopefully address concerns raised.

Please note that we differentiated between “neighborhood” block parties where the entire
neighborhood is invited and “private” block parties where the neighborhood is excluded (a
private party such as a family reunion or graduation party). In both cases a nominal fee is now
charged of $25 which covers some of the paper work process. We do not charge the true costs,
such as DPS checking the street for any unreasonable safety issues and dropping off/loaning
barricades.

We separated into a separate section the additional requirements for private block parties, such as
providing insurance and obtaining approval from a majority of adjacent property owners or
occupiers along with notification requirements. Additionally, access issues must be addressed
with their neighbors. The “neighborhood” block parties are exempt from this section.
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We also request a 60-day advance filing of the application, if possible. We realize this does not
always happen, and we review as quickly as possible. However, submitting an application the
week before can be difficult to process. We have added language to clarify this matter.

Concerns were expressed regarding prohibiting certain activities; however, as you know,
enforcement is complaint based. No alcohol in the street is a state law, the 20 foot wide center
lane is for emergency access, and the noise section is a City ordinance. If the street is closed
and everyone is enjoying the block party, we would assume complaints would be non-existent.
The Fire Marshal is flexible as long as he knows equipment can be easily moved. We have
added language to clarify these matters.

This was forwarded to neighborhood presidents two times and one meeting was scheduled
inviting the neighborhood presidents to discuss specifics. We appreciate the comments and
questions from Mike Powers, Northern Traverse Heights Neighborhood President, and Elizabeth
Whelan, Boardman Neighborhood President. We made changes and present the final draft to
you. There is usually at least an annual block party in most of the neighborhoods along with an
occasional private block party.

Street Use Policy for Community Events:

This policy places in writing the City’s current practice for processing requests for street closure
for community events. This is placed in writing as you suggested to assure that we are consistent
in processing such requests.

Please note that we are returning to our previous practice of requiring approval from affected
property owners adjacent to the community event location. Trying to find a compromise to
address concerns raised by both businesses and the sponsors, we have proposed language
requiring that a petition supporting the request is signed by the owners or occupiers of at least 50
percent of the entire footage fronting on the public street on both sides of any street by block.
(This language is similar to the street sale event.) We have received concerns by businesses that
they would like to have input on such community events upfront rather than after the event has
been approved.

Note that the events such as the annual National Cherry Festival, the annual Film Festival and
annual DTAC events will proceed through a more comprehensive review and approval process
by a contract approved by the City Commission and will not be affected by the Policy.

STREET USE POLICY FOR COMMUNITY EVENTS
1. PURPOSE
The purpose and intent of this Policy are as follows:

(a) The purpose of this Policy is to limit and regulate community events, including those
sometimes known as festivals, on City Streets.

(b) It is intended to protect all City streets for their primary purposes of travel, both
motorized and non-motorized; to protect access for emergency vehicle response and
adjacent properties; and in particular to keep free of structures and obstructions.

(c) An objective of this Policy is to match events to an appropriate street. This is
accomplished by delegating to the City Manager the authority to establish Individual

Street Guidelines and determine which Streets are eligible for community events.

(d) It sets forth the conditions within which sponsors and users of City streets will be held
accountable for their use to the citizens of the City of Traverse City.

2. DEFINITIONS
The following words and phrases shall have the corresponding definitions:
(a) "Applicant" is a non-profit organization applying for permission to use a street.

(b) “City Manager” means the person acting as City Manager of the City of Traverse City or
his or her designee.

(c) “City Sponsored Event” means an event where the City of Traverse City completes and
submits the Permit Application.

(d) “Event” means a planned activity to use a street which has an attraction to the public,
such as games or amplified sound.

(e) “Non-Profit Organization™ means a partnership or corporation which is tax exempt
pursuant to IRS regulations or an unincorporated organization or group with its sole
purpose to provide a charitable purpose as defined by the IRS.

() "Permit Holder" is a non-profit organization who was previously the applicant but has
applied and received approval for the event.

3. PERMIT REQUIRED

5. PERMIT APPLICATIONS

Time. Applications shall be filed ninety (90) days before an Event. If an Application is
filed more than one year before the Event, it shall be renewed in writing on the dates
directed by the City Manager or it may be deemed untimely and withdrawn. If submitted
after the ninety (90) days, the applicant understands that the application process may not
be approved in time for the event to be held.

Signature. The application shall be signed under oath or affirmation by the adult person
who will attend and be in charge of the Event. That signatory is the Applicant who has
authority to sign on behalf of the non-profit organization.

Permit Holder. The application shall specify the name, address, and telephone number of
the Permit Holder who shall be the sponsoring non-profit organization.

Fee. All applications shall be accompanied by a non-refundable Street Use application-
processing fee. The City Commission by resolution and after recommendation of the City
Manager shall establish application fees. The application fee shall be paid at the time of
making the application.

Payment for any services and equipment. Services and equipment to be provided by the
City over normal service may be charged to the Permit Holder.

Insurance. Permit Holders shall provide insurance as follows:

(1) Comprehensive general liability insurance - $1,000,000 per occurrence and such
additional insurance and coverages as may be required by the City Clerk for
special activities.

2) The policy shall name the City of Traverse City as an additional insured in the
policy coverage. Any amendment to or cancellation of such insurance shall
require no less than thirty (30) days written notice provided to the City Clerk of
such cancellation and/or amendment.

3) The duration of the insurance shall encompass the total length of time any
equipment is placed on City property, the street is closed or that time of the event,
whichever is longer.

4) Suitable proof of insurance shall be submitted to the City Clerk prior to the Event
taking place. In addition, the Permit Holder shall execute a hold harmless and
indemnification provision agreeing to hold the City and its officials, employees
and volunteers harmless and to indemnify the City in the event of a claim
resulting solely or partially from the Event or activity applied for.

(g) Description of Event. The Event shall be described with such detail as required by the
City Manager and the City Commission, and on the forms supplied by the City Clerk.

(h)  Noise Containment Plan. A plan for noise and vibration containment shall accompany
the application.

(i) Filing Date. An application shall not be deemed to be filed until the City Manager states
in writing that it is complete. The date of such writing shall be the date of filing of that
application.

6. PRIORITY OF APPLICATIONS

Applications for Events shall be considered and decided on a first come-first serve basis as of the
date they are filed. An application shall be decided after it has been properly and completely
filed. Permit Holders with granted reservation requests shall have the scheduling priorities and
rights as provided in this Policy.

7. RESERVATION REQUESTS

If an Event is intended to be held annually, after it is held, the Permit Holder may request that the
dates for the following year or years at the location be reserved. The City Manager may reserve
those dates if the Permit has not been violated, the Permit Holder has fulfilled all obligations to
the City and the Event has not created any unreimbursed expense or harm to the City. A
reservation fee established by the City Manager may be charged. If the City Manager reserves
those dates, an application from that Permit Holder will be given preference over all other
applications for those dates and street. Reservation requests for more than three (3) years will not
be accepted. Granted reservation requests may be revoked by the City Manager if there is reason
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for revoking based on the health, safety and welfare of the City, such as construction or
development activities at that Park, the elimination or reduction of City employees or resources
needed to service the Event, or any reason stated above for not granting the request.

8. REVIEW OF PERMIT APPLICATIONS

(a) City Manager. A Permit may be granted by the City Manager, if the Event complies with
all of the following:

(1) The Event is limited to not more than a 24-hour period.

2) It is neither sponsored nor conducted by a for-profit organization.
3) Admission is not restricted and no fee is charged.

(4)  No alcoholic beverages are distributed or sold.

%) A petition supporting the request is signed by the owners or occupiers of at least
50 percent of the entire footage fronting on the public street on both sides of any
street by block.

(6)  Notification to all affected property owners. After approval and two weeks prior
to the event, the Applicant shall provide written notice to affected property
owners or occupiers, unless otherwise delayed by acceptable circumstances as
determined by the City Manager. Notice shall include specific details of the event
including times of street closure, description of event, and Permit Holder contract
phone number both before and during the event.

The City Manager may also grant a Permit for an Event which in the past has been given
a Permit by the City Commission, which does not include the distribution of alcoholic

beverages and which has not substantially changed from the last held Event.

The City Manager may delegate all or any part of his or her authority under this Policy to
other City employees.

(b) City Commission. Unless the City Manager is given authority to grant an application for
a Permit, it shall be decided by the City Commission.

9. STANDARDS

The standards for granting approval of a Permit application are the following:

of noise and vibration attributed to the Event. Special conditions may be placed on any
amplified sound to preserve the rights and enjoyment of those adjacent or near the Event.
The City noise ordinance applies to all Events. This shall include but not be limited to
amplified music and speech, construction, and sounds emanating from groups or crowds
connected with the Event. No person shall cause, suffer, allow, or permit the operation of
any amplified sound reproduction device in such a manner that it crosses a real property
line of the street and raises the total sound levels by the permissible sound level limits set
forth below when measured within a building.

Excavation. No digging, staking or any other ground disturbing activity shall be
performed.

Trash and Toilets. Portable toilet and trash receptacles shall be provided, as necessary,
for all Events based on the anticipated size of the Event. These shall be provided at the
expense of the Permit Holder. The number, type and location of all receptacles and toilets
shall be listed on the Permit. At least one portable toilet must be ADA
compliant/handicap accessible. The Permit Holder is responsible for the cleanup of the
area and removal of trash from the site.

Recycling. It shall be the policy of the City of Traverse City to encourage recycling
whenever possible. The mandatory provision of an area(s) utilizing source separation
containers for primary recycling materials shall be provided at all Major Events. A list of
primary recycling materials shall be determined by the City Manager. The number and
location of such area(s) shall be shown on the Permit.

Contracts with the City. The proposed Permit Holder may be required to contract with
the City for cost reimbursement and other obligations to the City.

Commercial Activity. All such commercial activity shall be under the control of the
Permit Holder.

Vehicles. No trucks or other motor vehicles are allowed at the street except those
conveying or needed for specialized equipment for the Event and allowed in the Permit.

Lights. No strobe lights or flashing lights are allowed. All lighting shall be directed at the
Event and to the extent practical away from areas where the activity is not occurring.

Portable or vehicle mounted generators must be shielded from view and hearing by
appropriate means.

11. REVOCATION OF USE

In addition to the penalties provided by Ordinance, a Permit may be revoked in writing at any
time by the City Manager if it is determined that the holding of the Event authorized by the
permit is no longer in the best interest of the public health, safety and welfare, or there has been a
misrepresentation in the application or any material misstatement by the Applicant, or there has
been a failure to follow this Policy, or other City ordinance, State law, or any condition attached
to a Permit. The Permit Holder whose Permit is revoked by the City Manager may appeal to the
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City Commission within three (3) days. All activities under the permit will be suspended pending
such appeal. Anyone acting pursuant to a permit that has been revoked or suspended shall be
deemed to be trespassing, may be removed by City Police, and may be charged with criminal
trespass. In the event that a Permit has been revoked pursuant to the provisions of this section,
the Permit Holder shall not be granted a Permit under this policy for two years following the date
of revocation.
